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The actual size of the problem and why OpenStreet-
Map (OSM) alone is unfortunately not the solution.

OSM: important technical blocker

« Organisation of data according to paths
(lines) instead of polygons (areas)

OSM: important content block

- All data should be verifiable on site 2 more
“abstract” rules should be expressly omitted

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Don't map your local legislation, if not bound to objects in
reality

Things such as local traffic rules should only be mapped when there are
objects which represent these rules on the ground, e.qg. a traffic sign, road
surface marking. Other rules that can not be seen in some way should not
be mapped, as they are not universally verifiable.
